Move backrestbar,forwardor back,to nextposition.Note: The oval shaped
insert in the sidehinge plate provides adjustment for 2 increments.
Reversingthis insert providesthe next 2 increments. The increments
are: 90 and 80degrees85and 75 degrees.

Rear Wheel Position

moving the wheelsforward it reducesthe stability of the chair and makesit tip
up easily.Caution should be taken when using the chair in this configuration.
